In 1953 His Eminence, Cardinal Stritch asked the Sisters of Mercy 

at Siena to enlarge facilities to accommodate one thousand girls. The 

project was obediently undertaken. His Eminence, with Siena's first 

pledge, promised Archdiocesan help to the extent of $750,000. The re­

mainder of the $1,250,000 was to be met by Siena. 

The Fathers' Club met in April, 1954, in Siena's former cafeteria and 

launched the drive to finance the new building. Father Flynn, Chaplain, 

and Sister Mary Francis, Principal, addressed the group and outlined 

plans. 

As a result of this meeting, groups were organized to set up a pledge 

system. Mr. Duane Lawrence, Mr. John Mayer, Mr. Patrick Linskey 

and Mr. H. J. Carroll spearheaded this committee work. Throughout 

the summer and fall of 1954 they met, worked and planned. From Janu­

ary to June of 1955 parents of Sienans were invited to meet with Sister 

Mary Francis, Mr. Lawrence and Mr. Mayer and to become a part of the 

project. 

The response to the untiring labor and zeal of the workers has made 

a dream of the past the reality of the present. 

To the Sisters' request for prayers and financial help, the loyal {riends 

of Siena made gratifying answers. A daily prayerful memento follows 

these benefactors who so generously pledged their utmost to build "not

"Consider t/ie end and all t/iat you do s/iall prosper" and t/ie blessing of Omnipotence Tias been 
pronounced on the works of the Sisters of °JYlercy who continually breatlie their awe-filled gratitude 
at the miracle of growtli which God has manifested tlirough tlwm in our midst during the past sixty 
years. Efforts have fructi{i.ecl since the initial step to this site from St. Patrick's Academy, when, at 
tfw request of Fatlier Louis Campbell, t/ie Sisters founded St. Catfwrine's Academy. Fat/,er Camp­
bell, then pastor of St. Catherine of Siena parish, assisted the Sisters in their purchase of the Wood­
bury /,ome on Central avenue, ancl tlw following September, 1895, t/iey began to educate t/ie yout/, 
of Austin, in Austin's {irst Catholic sclwol. To recall that it was necessary only two years later to 
replace this lwme with the bricll building, St. Catf-terine's Academy, now Siena convent, is to realize 
the increasing influence whicli the Sisters fwd been exerting since their modest beginning in this area. 

For many years, these walls served as tlw education center for the cliildren [ram surroundings 
which since have developed into noted pads.hes: Our Lady Help of Christians, St. Tlwmas Aquinas, 
Resurrection and St. Attracta on the east ancl south; St. Catfwrine of Siena, St. Edmund and 
Ascension on the west; and St. Lucy and St. Angela on tlw north. Completion of parisli schools 
periodically relieved the crowded academy. 

In 1912, the property on Washington Boulevard from Central to Parkside avenue was pro­
cured, when progressive changes necessitated plans for expansion. 1-fowever, tliis project was de­
layed in view of the fact tliat St. Catherine of Siena grammar school was under construction and 
was completed in 1917. It was now possible to abandon tlw gracle school, and St. Catherine's 
Academy became St. Cat/,erine I-lig/i Sc/,ool. 

" ... and God gives the increase." In 1924 "fvlrs. John B. Foote, tlirougli tlw encourage­
ment of Tier sister, Mrs. Jolin T. Kerwin, pledged to augment t/ie building fund in memory of Tier 
recently deceased liusband. Affectionately inscribed in the memory of all those wlw love Siena 
is the name_ of Sister "fvlary "fvlargaret, R.S.M., wlw carriecl on to success and guided every depart­
ment of endeavor connectecl with the erection of this high school. Cardinal "fvlundelein dedicated 
tlw John B. Foote Memorial Building on October 12, 1925, t/,e seconcl anniversary of Mr. Foote's 
deat/,, 

In 1931, revision of the school's name gave the institution its present title, Siena High School; 
a title wliich lws become endeared to thousands of graduates wlw are numbered among the blessings 
enll'usted to Siena, to be bestowed by Siena on mankind. 

Wit/i the growt/, of tfw scliool came the need for additional Tiousing for t/ie Sisters. In 1935, 
the original frame building gave way to the now existing convent with its large chapel dedicated to 
t/ie memory of Mrs. Jolin B. Foote by fwr sister, Mrs. Kerwin, Rose and Mary S/,annon. 

Otfw,· changes /,ad to be made. It was wit/i deepest regret t/,at t/,e Grotto of tlw Agony, tliat 
of St. Anne and the Blessed Motlier Grotto had to be moved. Now, each forms a separate sluine. 
The statue of St. Anne, with "fvlary as a child, stands in the sunken garden which faces the new 
wing. Tfw beautiful campus with its rustic walk fwd to be sacri{iced to allow for additional build­
ing space. This entire lovely campus setting was the gift of Rose and "fvlary Shannon wlw antici­
pated om· every need and wfio so graciously realized that with the campus space sacrificed to the 
building addition, the settings for their clevotional memorials must change. 

Assured of the financial assistance of the Archdiocese, the Sisters of "fvlercy once again initi­
ated the construction of a new addition. • I-lis 'Eminence Samuel Cardinal Stritcli obtained the 
financial aid of the various surl'ouncling parishes. In their an)..iety to provide Catholic education 
for their girls, generous contributions were made by several pastors whose material and moral sup­
port have played a great role in the construction of this ecli[ice ,...., an ultra-modern structure symbo­
lizing tradition of years past, ideals of years present, and hopes of years to come ,...., "built not for 
time but /or Eternity."

No history of Siena could close without reference to the Sisters of "fvlercy who plannecl its 

original consfruction, to those who taught Tiere in days gone by, to those wlio today are helping 
tlwse mid-century Sienans reach /01· Christian icleals, and to tliose Siena alumnae who entered re­
ligion, either becoming Sisters of "fvlercy 01· going to various other communities to further the work o/ 
the Church. To thes'e Sisters and thefr predecessors, Siena pays tribute.
